Rules: The ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing 2009-2012 as adopted and amended by US SAILING, CSSA Sailing
Instructions and the Local Appendix will govern races. A boat entering as a member of a class must conform to class
rules.

Safety: Standard safety equipment required including throwables and signaling device (16ft+ boats).

Scoring: Low point system:

» Five races are scheduled, of which one completed race shall constitute a series.

» Boats must have a sail number to be scored.

» Appendix A, rule A2 is modified so that each boat’s series score will be the total of her race Scores.

Handicapping: Current US SAILING Portsmouth System. Skippers should verify that a US SAILING Portsmouth D-PN
number has been established for their boat.

Trophies: 4 boats in a fleet = 1 trophy; 8 boats = 2 trophies; 12 boats = 3 trophies; 16 boats = 4 trophies. Plus special
awards.
